* Back Tee/Black Tee — Men having a 4 to 12 handicap

* Men’s tee/Blue Tee — Men having a 13 to 30 handaapProfessional Women

» Senior Tee/Silver Tee — Men having a 31 handicaphégher, women having a 0 to 9 handicap

» Ladies Tee/Gold Tee — Women having a handicap diGhayher and beginners and juniors

Refusal of Privileges
